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Keep Yourself and Your Home Safe

What are some other things that children should NOT touch to keep themselves safe? 
This becomes a more complex discussion as some of the students may babysit younger children. 
-matches
-lighters
-lit candles 
-electrical cords and outlets
-hot cups or food dishes
-pots on a stove 
-fireplaces 
-stoves and ovens

What do you do if you find matches or a lighter?
-tell an adult or babysitter
-do not touch them
-if you are the babysitter, put them out of reach of small children

What can you do to prevent fires or being hurt by fire?
-stay away from hot things
-do not play near hot things or things that could cause heat (ie. outlet, toaster)
-know fire ‘rules’ (in the following PowerPoint slides)
-if you are the babysitter, always keep the children in sight
-tell an adult if you, or any child in your care, gets burnt
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Plan Your Escape

Encourage students to have an escape plan at home:
-encourage them to talk to their parents about an escape plan
-remind them that smoke detectors are loud!
-have two ways to escape each room
-have a meeting place
-firefighters are here to help, don’t be scared of them!

Review the escape plan if there is a fire at school:
-remind students to be calm
-fire alarms are even louder than smoke detectors at home!
-review plan for exiting the school
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Get Low & Go!   Get Out & Stay Out!

Do you remember these rules if there is a fire?

Get Low & Go – smoke is harmful so stay low!

Get Out & Stay Out – never go back inside for anyone or anything! (always keep the child you’re babysitting in the same room as you)

Stop Drop Roll – if your clothes ever catch fire as this will smother the fire!

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Help Prevent Fires & Burns

What are some hazards in this kitchen that could harm you? 
-burning cigarette could fall on you or to the floor 
-burning cigarette could start newspaper and paper towel on fire 
-open oven door could cause you to fall onto the hot door
-outward facing pan handle could get bumped and flipped onto you
-no one is in the kitchen watching the food cook
-toast is burning in the toaster
-too many appliances plugged into one outlet on the wall
-open sink door is a tripping hazard
-possible poisonous cleaners under the sink 
-kettle is too close to the edge of the counter and boiling water could spill on you 
-cord is handing over the side of the counter
-power bar on the floor is a tripping hazard
-water leaking out of dishwasher is dangerously close to the power bar 
-you could slip on the water 
-microwave door is open and could topple over if someone walks into it
-sharp knives pointing towards you
-open drawer could cause you to fall 
-cat and dish on the floor is a tripping hazard
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Be Campfire Safe

How can you be safe around a campfire?

-do not start a campfire on your own or be around a campfire alone 
-don’t play with campfires (throw things into fire, poke sticks in fire, take out burning sticks) - you or someone else could get burnt OR the fire could spread!
-make sure an adult helps if you are cooking over the campfire (like roasting a marshmallow)
-don’t play around fires - you could fall into the fire or coals and get burnt!
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Campfire Safety

What are some ways to be a Fire Hero outside your home?

-stay 1m away from the fire pit (illustrate 1 meter)
-remind adults that fires need to be put out with water or dirt if left unattended 
-remember that fires could start up again if not put out fully 
-the wind could blow a hot ember out of the pit and start a new fire
