	Preparation
	
	

	1.
	Park the apparatus in an appropriate location; starting, driving, and braking according to local SOPs.
	
	

	2.
	Chock the apparatus wheels.
	
	

	3.
	Gather equipment and set up work area.
	
	

	
	Interior Cleaning
	
	

	4.
	Sweep or vacuum large, loose dirt particles.
	
	

	5.
	Clean the interior surfaces, using warm soapy water or other manufacturer-approved products.
NOTE: Take care when using any liquids around the vehicle’s electrical system. Use of a water hose to flush out the interior floor area can result in electrical/electronic failures.
	
	

	6.
	Clean any debris from compartments, hinges, slide tracks, and seals. Lubricate according to manufacturer’s specifications.
	
	

	7.
	Clean interior glass using warm soapy water or glass cleaner in conjunction with paper towels or clean cloth rags.

NOTE: Do not use anything abrasive on window glass.
	
	

	
	Washing the Exterior
	
	

	8.
	Apply water to the apparatus from top to bottom using a garden hose without a nozzle. Rinse as much loose dirt as possible from the vehicle before applying cleaning agent.

NOTE: Do not wash with extremely hot water or while the surface of the vehicle is hot.
	
	

	9.
	Wash the apparatus from top to bottom using appropriate automotive cleaning products.
	
	

	10.
	Dry the apparatus exterior completely using a clean chamois or rubber squeegee.
	
	

	11.
	Clean exterior glass using warm soapy water or glass cleaner in conjunction with paper towels or clean cloth rags.

NOTE: Do not use anything abrasive on window glass.

	Apply wax or protective finish following manufacturer’s recommendations.
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
